FINAL DETERMINATION FOR BUTTER FOR FIJI DAIRY LIMITED
18 July 2011
1.0 INTRODUCTION

13 On 24 June 2011 the Fiji Commerce Commission (“Commission”) received an application from Fiji Dairy
(“FDL") Limited (formerly Rewa Co-operative Dairy Company Ltd (RCDC)) for the review of the wholesale &
retail price of butter.

1.2 The increase in offshore cost of whey bulk butter, the major raw material for local butter has prompted Fiji
Dairy Limited to make an application for an increase in price.

1.3 Having received full submissions and documents, the Commission carried oyt the analysis and through
independent research computed the prices and made this determination.

2.0 LEGAL FRAMEWORK

21 The Commerce (Control of Ex-factory prices for the wholesale supply of Butter) Order 2010 empowers the
Commission to control/regulate ex-factory prices of butter in the wholesale supply.

3.0 LAST PRICE REVIEW

3.1 Price of Butter was last reviewed in May, 2011 based on shipments cleared from February 2011 to April
©201.

3.2  The Commission authorized an increase of three percent (3%) in wholesale & retail price of butter based on
WAC analysis and the revised prices became effective from 20 May, 2011.

4.0 ANALYSIS OF THE SUBMISSION BY FIJI DAIRY LIMITED

41 Fiji Dairy Ltd in its submission requested for a twenty four percent (24%) increase in wholesale price of
butter.

4.2 Fiji Dairy Ltd's current submission for a 24% increase in the wholesale prices is based on the following;
